Graffiti Stations
Goal:  to help participants share what they have learned from their weekend experiences.  The exercise is an active, low-threat way to air shared concerns.

Group Size:  8-30 participants (participants, board members, etc)

Time Required:  30 minutes – 1 hour

Materials:  flip chart paper, 1 marker per participant, masking tape

Physical Setting:  a wall space to create a “gallery” around the room.

Process:  Ask participants to circulate around the room and finish statements such as the following written at the top of sheets of flipchart paper which you have to tape to the walls.

One thing I have learned about myself this weekend is...

My “new” best friend after this weekend is, because?

What have you enjoyed the best so far about his weekend?

The biggest challenge facing our community is...

What one thing would you change/improve about this weekend?

How would you rate the facilities/meal at Jabez?

What one principle, practice, or truth will take you back to your place of employment as a result of this weekend?

After everyone has signed each sheet or during a break participants may circulate and read others comments.
