· History of financial responsibility and stability.
· Willingness to commit to this as a full time pursuit. 
· Be teachable
· At least 2 years’ experience working with young adults

Position Responsibilities:
· General oversight of the girls in the independent living program
· Assist in the transportation of the girls.
· Assist in the emotional, educational and spiritual development of the girls through teaching and interacting with the girls from a Biblical perspective.
· At all times, provide an example how a servant leader functions and to model to the girls how a Godly individual treats other persons and especially how they treat children.
· If married, to continually model the Christ centered relationship of a man and woman.
· Assist the girls in learning how to manage their time with respect to: 
· their work assignments in their houses
· their school work
· participation in activities at Prince of Peace (Quinceneras, teams, birthdays, etc)
· their personal spiritual development
· serving in the church
· participation in activities outside of Prince of Peace
· Counsel with the girls with respect to interpersonal relationships, conflict resolution and goal setting
